Everything about a subscription chain on "continuious" renewals. (EDW):

* Chain Is Active Subscription flag
* Dates: Chain Starting & Ending Dates; User cancel requested date.
* Interval: Days after prior chain end, days until next chain start.
* Payments: #  & Total $s
* Status Codes: Starting / Ending Status; Ending Cancel Voluntary / Reason;
    Starting Promo Type
* ADD: Content Usage Summary, More Starting / Ending conditions when available

Everything about a content usage stint - content views until a 30 minute gap (EDW content_usage_fact)
* Timestamps: Stint Start
* Intervals: duration (minutes), gap to next (hours)
* Counts: opens, videos, chapters, courses, topics, primary subjects, primary software
* Videos completed: # completed, % of all started which were completed
* Subjects/Topics: Top primary subject, % videos which are top primary subject, Top topic, Runner Up topic.
* Primary Software (list)
* ADD: ???
